Allen Wright Award 2005
This award is to encourage quality writing in the field of arts journalism. It was first established in 1998 by the Festival Fringe Society in memory of the distinguished journalist.  Allen Wright was arts editor of the Scotsman for thirty years and founder of the Fringe First Awards. He was a passionate supporter of the Fringe and a great encourager of young talent. 

Entrants for the award must be aged thirty or younger and will be required to submit up to three pieces of published work (minimum 100 words, maximum 2000 words) relating to the current year’s Fringe. Since these could be previews and features as well as reviews, opportunity is given to emerging writers to display their talents in a number of styles.

A panel then judges the entries and the winners are announced at a prize giving ceremony on Friday 26th August in the evening at the offices of Shepherd and Wedderburn who generously sponsor this award..

There are two categories of winners; one for reviews and the other for previews and other coverage such as features. Each winner will be presented with a commemorative award and a cash prize of £750.  Their writing is also published in the Festivals’ Guide over the last weekend of the Fringe. 

Submissions to this award will be accepted from noon on Friday 12th August until noon on Monday 22nd August.

Conditions of Entry
· Entrants for the award must be aged 30 or younger on 12th August 2005.

· Entrants are required to submit a maximum of three pieces of published work relating to the current year’s Edinburgh Festival Fringe.

· Each piece of published word must be a minimum of 100 words.

· Entries must include the date, page number and full title of publication in which the submission appears.

· Submissions may include previews, features or reviews printed in the English language in a British or Irish publication.

· On-line submissions may include previews, features or reviews published in a professionally edited on-line British site. A maximum of 2000 words will be accepted.

· Submissions must reach the Fringe Press Office by 12 noon on Monday 22nd August 2005.

· Submissions may be original or photocopies.

· No submissions will be returned.

· Entries submitted by fax or e-mail will not be considered.

· The decision of the judging panel is final.

· Entrants who are short-listed will be invited to attend the award ceremony on the evening of Friday 26th August.

· Full winning entries will be published in the Edinburgh Festivals Guide.

· Employees of the Edinburgh Festival Fringe are not eligible to enter.

· Winners will be announced on www.edfringe.com from Saturday 27th August.
